	 For a Certificate programme Euro 20.787  (tuition fee, visa, 
	 insurance and IND norm) should be at the Van Hall 
	 Larenstein bank  account not later than  July 1, 2012. When 
	 we receive this payment in time, your admission 
	 becomes final and we will send you a letter to 
	 confirm this.
2.	 Van Hall Larenstein will start the visa procedure.
3.	 The Netherlands’ Embassy or consulate in your country 
	 will contact you on the outcome of the visa procedure.
4.	 You have to go with your passport and health insurance 
	 to the Dutch Embassy/Consulate in your country where
	 the visa will be issued.
5.	 You can arrange your trip to the Netherlands and should 	
	 arrive before the VHL Introduction week.  If  you have
